Three Ways to Search Morningstar.Com:

1. Screeners- Identify stocks, mutual funds, and ETFs that meet
your needs or criteria.  Under Screeners click on Go button.
Under Screen For choose type of security.  Go to Select
Data to Screen on drop-down menu and select criteria.  Click
arrow button to get results.

2. Reports- Use Reports to research a specific stock or fund.
Statistics and Morningstar analysis can be found here.  Enter
Ticker or Company Name in Reports search box and click on
Go.

3. Portfolio X-Ray - Input two or more stocks and/or mutual
funds to see how they work together as a portfolio and print
your results.  Click on Go button.  Enter Tickers and click on
arrow button to view your portfolio x-ray.
